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STUDENT TRANSFERS FOR 

CHILDREN OF TEACHERS 
 

 

Children or wards of individuals employed as teachers by the school district shall be allowed to transfer into the 

school district without regard to other transfer policies.  A student who enrolls pursuant to this policy shall not be 

eligible to participate in school-related extramural athletic competition governed by the Oklahoma Secondary School 

Activities Association for a period of one (1) year from the first day of attendance unless the transfer is from a school 

district which does not offer the grade the student is entitled to pursue.  Eligibility requirements are governed by the 

Oklahoma Secondary School Activities Association.

LEGAL NOTE:  For purposes of this policy state law defines teacher at 70 O.S. § 1-116 as: 

 

 “Teacher” means any person who is employed to serve as district superintendent, principal, supervisor, a 

counselor, librarian, school nurse or classroom teacher or in any other instructional, supervisory or 

administrative capacity.  The person shall not be deemed qualified unless the person holds a valid certificate 

issued by and in accordance with the rules of the State Board of Education or the rules of the State Board of 

Career and Technology Education, to perform the particular services for which the person is employed.
